2, To illuminate the equipment in-the
nose wheel and radio bays, during servicing
operations a lamp is provided at each of
these locations. The nose wheel bay lamp
is mounted on the rear face of frame 3, and
the radio bay lamp is located on the rear
face of frame 16. Each lamp is controlled
by a switch incorporated in the lamp hous-
ing and a small socket is also provided in
each housing to enable an inspection lamp
to be used when required.
