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4, Prior to the introduction of Mod.1696 
four static lines are fitted on the back of the 
rear crew centre seat for use with the Mk.20 
backtype parachute. Subsequently to the 
modification, the Mk40 back-type parachute 
{s used and as the static line is included in the 
pack assembly the seat back stowage is not 
required. 

5. Provision is made for fitting an extra 
erew member's seat above the starboard 
sextant step. The seat, fitted by ‘Special Order 
Only’ (Mod.504), consists of a cushion, 
attached to the step with ‘DOT fasteners and a 
backrest secured outboard of the cushion with 
four Pip-pins. Another backrest, also secured 
with four Pip-pins and located forward of the 
cushion is fitted with a safety harness and 
provides a crash station for the extra crew 
member. His oxygen supply is from the 
regulator at the air bomber’s prone position, an 
oxygen indicator (dolls eye) being mounted on 
the aft member of the pilots’ floor structure. 

6. Facing the crew's seats is a single table 
extending the full width of the compartment. 
‘The table top has hinged sections to provide 
access to stowages for charts and other items 
‘of equipment. A Type F (subsequent to 
Mod.961 at Type 51) morse key is mounted on 
the port side of the table. Three ration heaters, 

D>Type 1WT/20835 are mounted below the table < 
‘on its support struts; servicing and descriptive 
information for these heaters is given in 

DPAP.113F-0826-1. When using the heater, ite 
{is imperative that a hole be made in each tin 
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before it is placed in the heater. No tin must 
be continously heated for more than 2 hours. 

7. The crew's instrument panel, housing 
mainly radar equipment, is mounted above the 
table. The upper half is inclined and consists of 
two panels which are hinged to provide access 
to radar and radio equipment dusing ground 
servicing. Normally the hinged panels are 
retained in position with Dzus fasteners. 

8. On the port side of the cabin, adjacent to 
the A.E.0’s station, is a circular window 
which is provided with an anteflash blind, 
Below the window are control panels for the 
AAP. and the secondary electrical supplies. 
Forward of these panels is the alternator 
control panel. A circular window and blind are 
also provided in the starboard side of the 
compartment at the navigator/air bomber’s 
station, below this being mounted the bombing 
panels. 

  

9. In each side of the canopy coaming is a 
sextant mounting. Above the 
navigator/plotters. seat is a black-and-yellow 
striped handle for cabin decompression, 

Periscope installation 
10. An upper and lower rearward-viewing 
periscope is provided at the rear crew position. 
A control handle at the port forward edge of 
the crew’s table is connected by a cable, which 
is enclosed in a conduit, to the pivot 
mechanism of the upper and lower periscope 
heads. Upward movement of the handle selects 
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the view from the upper periscope and 
downward movement that of the lower 
periscope. Movement of the handle from left 
to right causes rotation of the selected 
periscope head, giving a range of movement 
through 90 deg. in azimuth. The telescopic 
eyerpiece of the instrument is stowed in a 
recess in the crew’s table at the A.E.0.’s 
station and is covered by a hinged panel. When 
in use the eye-piece is raised from its recess and 
locked in position by a spring catch, when it 
‘can be fully extended and focused by the 
operator. De-misting of the instrument is 
controlled by a toggle switch mounted on the 
A.E.0’s panel. Further details of the 
installation are given in Sect.7, Chap.4 of this 
publication, 

  

Seats 
11. Prior to Mod.1696, the rearward facing 
seats are bolted to the crews’ floor and also 
form the crash stations in emergency, being 
sufficiently strong to withstand deceleration 
loads of up to 25G. Each seat is equipped with 
a padded headrest and a Type CZ safety 

Dehamess the latter consisting of lap straps, <q 
secured to the sides of the seat and shoulder 
straps attached to a shackle at the top of the 
seat. A lever attached to the lower port side of 
the seat controls the shackle release mechanism 
which, when in the locked position, prevents 
movement of the shackle and ensures that the 
crew member is held firmly to the seat. 
Moving the lever to the ‘release’ position 
allows the occupant 10in. of movement 
away from the seat against the spring loading 

of the shackle,
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12, Subsequent to Mod.1696, swivel 
and sliding seats are provided at the rear 
crew members stations. The centre sea 
is capable of fore-end-aft movement only, 
those at the outboard positions having 
swivel movement as well as the sliding 
facility. Seats may be positioned and 
locked at various positions along the seat 
rail, the locking device being under the 
control of a handle at the left hand side 
of the seat. The seat base assemblies 
fe bolted to the crews floor and provide 

‘@ mounting sufficiently strong to permit 
the seats to be used as crash stations. 
When facing aft and locked, the seats will 
withstand “a deceleration’ load of up to 
25G. and a side load of 4G. 
Sextont 
13. A. pressure=tight mounting (Ref. 
No.6B/3470) is provided on each side of 
the crew’s compartment for the installation 
of @ periscopic sextant Mk.2 (Ref.No.6B/ 
559). The sextant can be retained in the 
mounting in either the retracted or oper- 
ative position. Cabin pressure is re- 
tained by a sealing hatch at the upper end 
of the mounting carrier tube. This seal- 
ing hatch, although operated by a lever on 
the mounting, can only be opened when 
the sextant is installed and ready for use. 
An interlocking safety catch prevents 
operation of the hatch to the open position 
whenever the sextant is withdrawn and 
prior to its introduction. Both sextant 
‘and mounting have 28V supplies for heat- 
ing and illumination purposes. After a 
mounting has been fitted to an aircraft it 
is essential that its index line and sex- 
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tant be aligned in the manner described 
in A.P.1275B, Vol.l, Sect.13, Chap.6, 
which also contains descriptive information 
of the sextant and its associated equip- 
ment. 

  

14, A hamess is provided at each sex- 
tant position for use of the operators. 
When the sextant is not in use it may be 
withdrawn from the mounting and placed in 
its stowage case (Ref.No.68/2642), which 
contains a spare eye guard, a spare lead, 
@ correction certificate and operating in- 
structions. A tray (Ref.No.6B/2648) 
fitted beneath the pilot’s floor on the 
starboard side of the aircraft houses the 
stowage case, which is retained in the 
tray by spring loaded cables. 

Lighting 
15. The main cabin lamp, mounted in 
the cabin roof, is controlled by two 
switches, one at the starboard side of 
the entrance door and another at the 
A.E.0’s station, Four 11S-volt A.C. red 
fluorescent strip lights, located in the 
oof above the crew seats, are controlled 
by two toggle switches on the rear crews’ 
panel, upon which are mounted three 
anglepoise lamps and their dimmer switch 
controls. Adjustable lamps are provided 
at the sextant positions and above the 
bombing panels; various lights are also 
provided for the illumination of instru- 
ments. 

  

  

     

  

   

  

Signal pistol 
16. A pressure cabin signal discharger 
pistol Mk.2 (Ref.No.7B/1784) is installed 
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in an air-tight mounting (Ref.No.7B/1785) 
in the fuselage wall above the port window. 
The pistol and mounting are designed to 
permit loading, firing and unloading with- 
out loss of cabin pressure. In emergency 
the pistol can be removed from its air 
tight mounting and used as @ hand pistol. 
Adjacent to the mounting is a stowage for 
12 signal cartridges. 

AIR BOMBER'S STATION 

  General 
17. Below the pilots’ floor, a visual 
bombing blister with @ window at its for- 
ward end, houses the sighting head for 
the T4 bombsight. On the port side of 
the position is the sighting head control 
panel which has its own lamp and dimmer 
switch. Mounted on the starboard side is 
the auto-pilot turn control and a panel 
holding the air bomber’s oxygen regulator 
and the switches for 
icing and bomb jettisoning. 
visual bombing position is not in use the 
bombsight cover, which is attached toa 
hhinge at the forward pressure bulkhead, is 
lowered to protect bombing equipment from 
damage. 

  

   

18. As part of the protection against 
nuclear flash an anti-flash screen is pro: 
vided for use over the air bomber’s window. 
The screen,which has a rubber seal around 
its outer edge, is hinged along its centre. 
When not in use it is retained in its folded 
position in a stowage on the underside of 
the bomb sight cover, by two straps. 
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
