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Introduction

I. This Group contains a master index of
all the equipment and illustrations showing
the location of and access to the various
instruments and associated cquipment in-
stalled in the aircraft. The master index also
forms the key to the illustrations showing the
location of the equipment.

Location of instruments and associated equipment

2, The location of the instruments and their
associated equipment is illustrated in fig. [ to
4 inclusive. These illustrations should be
used in conjunction with the master index
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(Table 1) when it is required to locate any
item of equipment.

Access to instruments and associated equipment

3. The position on the aircraft of all the
access panels, which require opening or
removing to gain access to the instruments
and their associated equipment, is given in
fig. 5. The illustration should be used in
conjunction with Table 1 when it is required
to obtain access to a particular component,

Master index of instruments and associated equipment

4. This master index (given in Table 1)
should be employed in conjunction with the

location and access panel illustrations when
it is required to find the location and access
to the various instruments and associated
equipment. The components are listed in the
order found in the Groups of this Chapter
and each item is referenced by a number
corresponding to that given in both the
location and access panel illustrations. (Spare
item numbers are provided in each Group for
modifications, efc.). The illustrations on which
the components are shown are also indicated
in the index; grid references are also given to
assist in locating the items on the illustrations.
