INTRODUCTION

. 1. An aircrew equipment assembly is required

to ensure the safety of flying personnel during
flight, to provide a means of escape from the
aircraft in an emergency and to provide equipment
which will assist survival after escape, It
consists of the seat, parachute assembly, safety
harness, personal survival pack, oxygen breathing
equipment, an emergency supply of oxygen and
the clothing worn during flight; the clothing
includes such items as ‘the air ventilated suit,
anti-G, suit, pressure jerkin, life saving jacket,
flving and protective helmets and partial pressure
helmet. The complete assembly is designed to
suit the role of the aircraft and may therefore
alter according to the conditions in which the
aircraft is to operate; in this context the assem-
bly may be designed for aircraft operating in
arctic, temperate, tropical jungle, or ‘desert
zones and to meet conditions of high or low

altitude flight.

2. The information in this publication details
the scale of equipment comprising an assembly,
instructions for installing the items in on the
seat, strapping-in procedutes, instructions for

making connections between aircraft systems and
components of the assembly and dressing for
flight. Instructions for controlling and operating
the parachute assembly during a descent and
inflating and boarding single-seat dinghies will
be included in due course.

3. Brief descriptions of main components, such
as the seat, parachute assembly and personal
survival pack, are contained in the chapters
dealing with specific aircraft types and marks.
Complete information will be found in the
appropriate publication listed after the Note to
Readers,

4. For convenience, the publication is now
divided into two hooks: Book 1 contains Sect. 1
to 12 and Book 2 contains Sect. 13 onwards,
Each section deals with an atrcraft type and the
chapters within the section deal with assemblies
for specific marks of the same aircraft tyvpe,
when the same assembly is used in several
marks of the same aircraft type, the chapter
heading indicates this.
