Aircraft destructor

Ja Provision is made on a small access door in
the front fuselage skin, between frames 5 and 6 on
the port side, for the stowage of an H.E. No.1, Mk.,1
aireraft destructor (Stores Ref. 12L/203). The
destructor is held in a clip on the inside of this
door and the door is quickly detachable, being '
retained in position by a lip and two quick-release
fasteners,
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
